Verbs: Overview

The tense of a verb indicates the time when the action of the verb takes place. In
English, the “dictionary” form, or the citation form, of the verb is the infinitive (to go,

to drink, etc.). In Arabic, the “dictionary” form is the past tense of .se To learn Arabic
verbs you must memorize stems, past and present, which can express five tenses.
Here are some examples of different tenses and how they translate.

In the past She was born. Sugs
In the present tense I drink. A
In the present tense ongoing I am drinking (I usually/often drink). s S
In the near future I am going to see you. clégis
In the future I will travel. BEIPANTHE
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Present Tense

The present tense is created by adding a set prefix to the present stem. Some of the
verb forms take both a prefix and a suffix.

Meaning Example Prefix

No word can start with three consonants (e.g., *t+kteb93$°3 ). In cases where this would
occur, a helping vowel is added to form ne-, te-, or ye- (e.g., te€dem el&é ). But a form like

*tedir,s5 is never used because tdir ;.3 does not violate the three-consonant rule.

¢» Present Tense Ongoing

The present tense ongoing describes ongoing or habitual (repeated) actions. The
present tense ongoing is formed by adding the prefix S ka or U ta to the present stem
of the verb, i.e., uSSG ta nekteb or uSs S ka nekteb means “I am writing”.

The table below shows the basic verbal conjugations for the present tense ongoing
form for two different verbs.

The word gole “will,” when used before the present-tense form of the verb, indicates
an action that will happen in the future.

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Near Future Events

The present tense may also be used with an adverb of future time, such as “tomorrow”
or “this afternoon,” instead of using the future tense.

I am going to see you tomorrow. Je eldgas
Let’s meet this afternoon. A sl Iglals

The use of the future tense in this type of sentence adds emphasis.

I will see you tomorrow. 1o eldgas gole
We will meet this afternoon. Apasll sla Iglals gole

The near future tense is created the same way as the present tense is, but the context
determines if the action is happening presently or if it will happen in the future.
