1. In the spring of 352, Wang Xizhi invited forty-one friends to a party at the
Orchid Pavilion, where they drank and composed poems. By the end of the
day, thirty-seven poems had been written by twenty-five scholars, and Wang
Xizhi wrote a preface to their poems on the spot. Although later Wang Xizhi
tried many times to reproduce the work, he was never able to match the
quality of the original. “Preface to the Orchid Pavilion” has been revered by
generations of calligraphers as the finest running script under the heavens.

2. It is said that Wang Xizhi had a special fondness for geese. Once, Wang Xizhi
saw a flock of geese in a pond and really took a fancy to them. Therefore, he
wrote a work of calligraphy in exchange for a goose. Today, there is a goose
pond in the Orchid Pavilion Park in Shaoxing. Inscribed on the stone tablet
are two Chinese characters: #3it, of which the first is said to have been written
by Wang Xizhi and the second by his youngest son, Wang Xianzhi.

Out of his
desire to help the poor woman, Wang Xizhi wrote a few words on each of her
fans.

In present-day Shaoxing, there is an arched stone
bridge £1#L#F that is believed to be the very one where Wang Xizhi inscribed
the fans; it is called the “Fan-inscribing Bridge” il 5 1/f.
